The History of St James’ Episcopal Church 

Parkton, Maryland 

The small chapel that is now known as St. James’ 

Episcopal Church (James, the brother of Christ ) 

was established in 1903 by residents living in the 

Parkton area.  At that time, the members did not 

have a church building in which to worship so 

faithful families worshipped in members’ homes 

and in the loft of a dry goods store until 1912.  In 

1913, four and one half acres of beautiful rural 

land in northern Baltimore County was donated by 

the prominent Emack family to build “the little 

chapel on the hill.”  The unique chapel bell        

belonged originally to a train from the North    

Central Railroad which played a major role in the 

development of northern Baltimore County in the 

late 19th and early 20th centuries.  St . James' was a 

mission of St. James’ Episcopal Church located on 

My Lady’s Manor in Monkton, Maryland, and 

then of the Diocese of Maryland.  In 1981, St. 

James’ achieved parish status.   

 

 

+ Christian Formation—Helps parishioners 

of all ages affirm and develop the theological and 

spiritual understanding of what it means to be a 

Christian and Episcopalian. 
 

+ Worship—Preserves the dignity and  beauty of 

the liturgy by planning Sunday and special litur-

gies, encouraging parishioner participation in the 

service so as to deepen spiritual fellowship. 
 

+ Parish Life—Encourages hospitality, fun, and 

fellowship for all ages through coffee hour follow-

ing the 10:00 a.m. service, book club, knitting 

club, and other activities. 
 

+ Education—Emphasizes and oversees edu-

cation for children of the parish and pre-school 

as well as adults. 
    

 

+ Social Outreach—Reaches out to assist the 

local community—Hereford Food Bank—as well 

as the world community—International Seafarers’ 

Program. 
 

+ Landscaping—Works to beautify and  main-

tain St. James’ campus. 
 

+ Music—Provides special music, vocal and in-

strumental, to enhance the worship service. 
 

 

+ Altar Guild—Prepares the altar for all    ser-

vices including floral arrangements and cares for 

altar linens and communion vessels.
